The rise of large number of women professional can be considered 
as one of the greatest achievement of lndependent India. During the 

past four decades, there has been a remarkable change in the field of 
women professionals. The spirit of having her own profession and be 
economically, socially, politically independent has made women to go in 

for different professions. At the very early days, though women have 
the ability to do something, but society does not allow all professions 
for them. Only teaching profession was permitted and this profession 

was considered as more suitable for women. But gradually society 
accepts some other professions like medical, nursing, etc. for women. 
Now-a-days, besides teaching, medical and nursing there is another 
profession which is growing popular among women and that is the 

profession of law. Women are now a permanent and integral part of 
legal profession. Over the past two decades the number of women 
graduating from law colleges and practicing law has grown enormously. 

Women were interested in law even in very early days. In India, 
about four hundred years prior to the establishment of British law 

colleges some women had made a study of this subject. Agan in c 
fifteenth century two well-know women made valuable contributions 
to this field. One of them was Balampatti, who wrote a mastery 

commentary on the Law of Stridhan (Women's Property) which 15 a
