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INTRODUCTION

Immigration isthe international movement of people to
a destination country of which they are not natives or where
they do not possess citizenship in order to settle as permanent
residents or naturalized citizens. During the Bangladesh
liberation war withWest Pakistan, an estimated ten million people
of east Pakistan (present day Bangladesh) fled the country and
took refuge in India particularly in the Indian states of West
Bengal and Indian north east region, especially Tripura and
Assam. West Bengal hosts 82 per cent Bangladeshi immigrants,
followed by Tripura (9 per cent) and Assam (3 per cent) (Rampadl,
2019). When British developed the teaindustry in Assam, they
needed labour to work in the tea gardens. Consequently, the
British encouraged Bengali Muslim peasants from present
Bangladesh to move into lower Assam for putting virgin land
under cultivation. Thishashad set a pattern of movement, which
is continuing till date. Illegal migration from Bangladesh has
beentaking place sinceyearslong. It istheworld’smost densely
populated country with a population density of 969 per square
kilometre. Each year nearly one third of Bangladesh gets
inundated by floods, displacing 19 million people. The 70 million
people, out of which 60 per cent of the population live below
the poverty line. The border between India and Bangladesh is
very porous. Secondly , ethnic , linguistic and religious
commonality between the illegal migrants and peoplein Assam,
make their identification difficult also many political parties
encourage diaspora from financially poor areas to financially
richer areas with a view to building vote banks. All these
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circumstances made large scale population movement from
Bangladesh to India quite inevitable.

Muijibur Rahman, the former president of Bangladesh and
Zulfikar Ali Bhutto, the former president of Pakistan had similar
view of incorporating Assam into East Pakistan (presently
Bangladesh) to shape its economy in great measure. Failure to
get Assam included in East Pakistan in 1947 remained a source
of abiding resentment inthat country. The nameAssamisderived
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from the word Asama, meaning “peerless’ in the extinct Ahom
language. Three districts of Assam Dhubri, Cachar, and
Karimganj shares border with Bangladesh. Sutarkandi is the
international border of India and Bangladesh, and it is situated
inthe digtrict of Karimganj, Assam. The place hasahuge scope
of tourism and the government of Assam is working on the
forefront. Bangladesh is situated in a crucial geostrategic
location for Assam. It forms akey triangle around Assam along
with Bhutan and Myanmar. It is anatural pillar of the Act East
policy asit acts as a bridge to economic and political linkages
with South East Asia and beyond.

Illegal immigration from Bangladesh to Assam, includes
both refugees and economic migrants. In the economic point of
view, illegal migrants act as cheap labour as Bangladesh cannot
expand its spacefor the huge population. Many corrupt officials
are bribed to provide help to infiltrators. Recently, aracket was
busted in Lakhimpur and four individualswerefound in providing
forged citizenship certificates and other documents to illegal
migrants for the last 14 years(Report on Illegal Migration into
Assam, 1998). Thereis historical background to migration, when
British developed the tea industry, they encouraged Bengali
muslim peasants into Assam for cultivation. After the partition
of Bengal in 1905 , the over populated muslim peasantry from
east Bengal started crossing over to the fertile lands of thinly
populated Brahmaputra and Surma valleys in the Northeast
corner of India. The formation of the All-India Muslim league
in Dhaka in 1906 encouraged the migration to increase the
Muslim population in Assamfor political reasons. The arrival of
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immigrants continued even after the creation of Bangladesh due
to ethnic persecution of minorities. After independence of India
, the affect of migration to Assam was the highest. Illegal
migration from Bangladesh is largely responsible for the
demographic transformation of Assam. The Assam Movement
also occurred in 1979 to detect , disenfranchise and deport illegal
migrants led by All Assam Students Union(AASU). The
movement ended in 1985 with the assam accord. This influx of
immigrants has had create a crisis of identity among the
indigenousAssamese. Large areas of forest land are encroached
upon by the emigrants for settlement and cultivation with the
existent problems like poverty, unemployment, communal
conflict, forceful cohesion etc. Inthe economic dimension, there
IS great pressure on the state government as the government
hasto increasethe expenditure on education and health facilities
for the emigrants. Adding to it, there is fear among the local
peoplethat emigrantswould take up their jobsand making them
underemployed with inadequate remuneration. In the political
dimension, the Bangladeshi migrantsarein aposition to influence
the results of the electionsin alarge number of constituenciesin
the North East ( about 32% of the constituenciesinAssam) . A
glimpse of tyrannica form of government isseen when emigrants
vote for political leaders who provide them with protection,
government amenities, and other benefits. The All Assam
students union (AASU) claimed that the BJP-led government
in Assam passed the citizenship amendment Act,2019 in order
to play vote bank politics. In the social dimension, the poorly
skilled migrant workersgo through discrimination, exploitation,
and deception because of their augmentation in population. The
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changeinthe social statusfrom non- migrant to migrant causes
change in norms and values, attitudes and behavior, motivation
and expectation, and change inthe circle of interaction. All these
changes have a negative effect on fertility level and family size.
To amelioratethe present scenario , some recommendations can
be made : The central government should appoint a national
immigration commission to frame a national migration policy
and anational refugee policy . The commission should examine
ways of resolving the distribution of identity cards for both
citizensand non-citizens and work permitsfor migrants. Border
fencing in Assam must be completed forthwith (BSF must be
strengthened). The illegal migrants determination by tribunal
(IMDT) Act of b 1983 should be repealed. The process of
deportation in Indiais stringent and this can take heavy toll on
government on both sides , India & Bangladesh creating
unfriendly relations between them, that hasto be taken care of.

CONCLUSSION

A problem which hasiits historical roots so deep cannot be
solved overnight. The dangerous consequences of large scale
illegal migration from Bangladesh, both for the people of Assam
and more for the nation as a whole, need to be emphatically
addressed. No misconceived and mistaken notionsof secularism
should be alowed to come in the way of doing so. This present
phenomenaof lack of secularism and brotherhood isnot an good
example for the future generation, as they will not know what
exactly humanity is. Therefore, the problem should be taken
care of before it becomes out of control.

Factors Responsible for loss biodiversity

i) Shifting Cultivation: Shifting cultivation (Jhum) has
been identified as one of the main human impacts influencing
biodiversity in Northeast India. In the process valuable forest
species from vast tracts of land are destroyed resulting in the
exposure of theland with consequent enhanced erosion and fast
depletion of the valuable top soil. The practice also causes
destruction of soil organisms, birds and favourable insects
together with their habitats.
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i) Lossof Exoticand Endangered Floral Species. The
North-Eastern region of Indiais very rich in flora and fauna.
Due to favourable climatic conditions, the region is supposed
to be the storehouse of various exotic and endangered species.
But many of the plant species are exploited randomly either as
ornamental items or for medicine. To sustain their livelihood,
numerous flower vendors are seen selling the endemic floral
species including orchids in the cities and towns. As a
consequence to this over collection and exploitation of
ornamental and medicinal specie, disturbance of their habitat
and deforestation, there is a danger of biodiversity loss in the
region.

iii) Forest Fires: Forest firesare common and frequently
especialy at the end of the winter season. Fire poses a serious
threat to biodiversity as only hardy species are able to survive;
micro-flora and micro-fauna are often destroyed.

iv) lllegal Timber Trade: Thisisone of themost serious
problems faced by the forest Department. Many valuable trees
arefound inthe forest of thisregion. But thesetreeswererapidly
decreased because of theillegal timber trade. A sizeable number
of inhabitants areengaged in timber trading and hence decreased
the number of treesin the forest. This causes the heavy loss of
biodiversity in the region.

v) Population Growth: The high population pressure
on land is a common feature in this region. Even the marginal
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areas like the foot-hills, riverbanks, fringes of the wetland and
forest have experienced rapid population growthfor the purpose
of housing, agriculture and infrastructural facilities. Moreover,
urbanization is also growing rapidly in recent decade resulting
heavy loss of biodiversity in the region.

It has long been feared that human activity is causing
massive extinction of different species from the earth. Despite
increased efforts at conservation, it has not been enough and
biodiversity losses continue. There are many factors for loss of
biodiversity in North-Eastern Region of India

Biopiracy: It has been quite known that currently
biopiracy of certain high valued bioresources has been a mgjor
threat to the biodiversity of thisregion. The whole plant or part
there of iscollected for medicinal and perfumery use. Moreover,
poacherskilled every year agood number of one-horn rhino for
medicinal purpose. These activities cause the loss of concerned
valuable species and their habitat.

Construction of Reservoirs and Dams:. The rivers of
North-Eastern Region have great potential for power generation.
For the purpose, several reservoirs and dams are being
constructed along the course of different rivers which cause the
submergence of forest and cultivation areas, affecting biota in
general.

Habitat Destruction and L and Diversion: Biodiversity
rich pockets are cleared and converted to other types of uses
such asraigng tea, coffee, rubber, bamboo etc. in place of natural
species. Besides development of infrastructure such as roads,
railways, educational and cultural ingtitutions, mining, industries,
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residential, colonies, extension of towns, etc. cause great l0ss
of biodiversity.

Application of Chemical Fertilizers and Pesticides:
There has been a gradual increase in consumption of chemical
fertilizers and pesticides by the farmers and tea plantersin the
region. This uncontrolled use of fertilizer and pesticide is
becoming a health hazard to plants and animals.

L oss of Faunal Species. Species extinctionisa natural
phenomenon. It becomesextinct when al individuals die without
descendants. Due to man made ecological changes, there is a
massive decrease in the wild flora and fauna. This decrease is
dueto many factorslike timber felling, hunting, jhumming, forest
fires etc.

Poisoning of Aquatic System for Fishing: Now-a-days
some inhabitants of the region starts poising the rivers and
streamsto get agood catch. Plants poison, synthetic chemicals,
lime, copper sulphate, insecticides and even dynamite and gelatin
sticksare being used commonly for fishing. This has tremendous
effect on the entire fauna of the region.

Insurgency and political problems: Biodiversity has
been greatly affected by problemsarising out of insurgency. There
exist alot of inter state border disputes among the northeastern
states. Most of these border areas are forest lands and because
of boundary disputes, such lands are often declared as‘ no mans
land’. The antisocial, smugglers and poachers take advantage
of such disturbed situation, theimpact of whichisclearly reveded
in the rapid depletion of valuable forests and wildlife.

Pollution of Rivers and Streams: Domestic and
industrial waste and other effluents are polluting the rivers and
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streams in the region. Plastic materials, human waste, dead
carcasses of animanls and sometimes even human beings are
the main ingredients polluting the hilly rivers and streams.
Besides, harmful chemical effluents from dyeing, detergents,
chemical fertilizers, insecticides and vehicular washing near the
streams are also other sources causing aquatic pollution.

INTRODUCTION

Empowerment is a process that creates power in
individualsover their own lives, society and intheir communities.
Women empowerment generally implies the process of
developing economic, social and political status of women. It is
one kind of movement involving respect, honour and recognition
towardsall women. Empowerment ensuresthe raising status of
women through education, awareness, literacy and training.
Among various factors education plays an important role in
empowering women. Education not only improves the
intellectual power of women, but also improves their status in
their families and societies. An educated woman can actively
participate in working force, can help her children in studies
and can response to any challenge confronted to her. Education
can empower awoman by all aspectsviz. economically, socidly,
politically etc. As per census 2011, in Assam total population
consists 3.12 crore among which 1.52 crore are women.
Although femaleliteracy rateinthe stateisincreased to 66.27%
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in 2011 from54.61% in 2001 and can overcome national average
(65.46%), the gender disparity in education till persistsin the
state. The gender disparity in literacy rates is also observed
among women inrural and urban areasin Assam. As per census
report 2011, the female literacy rate in rural areas is 60.05%
whereas in urban areas is 75.40%. Thus, this paper makes an
attempt to study the educational status and its impact on
economic empowerment of women in rural areas of Assam.

METHODOLOGY

The present study is based on primary data. For field
survey two villages of Sivasagar district are selected randomly,
namely, Kashibari and Bhorolua. The total households of both
villages are 81, fromwhich 20 households are selected randomly
for conducting survey. Since the present study focuses on
women’s education and empowerment, thus the sample
population coversonly thewomen of the age group 18-59 years.
Thusthe sampleisa purposive selection, consisting 25 samples
for this study. The primary data has been received from the
participantsthrough structured and un-structured questionnaires
and in-depth interview.

FINDINGSAND DISCUSSION
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As per census report, 2011, the average literacy rate is
73.18% in Assam, among them male literacy rateis 78.81% and
female literacy rate is 62.27%. But if we compare the literacy
rate in urban and rural areas in Assam, then we can bring out a
different picture. According to the Census report 2011, the
average literacy rate in urban areas is 88.47% in which male
and female literacy rates are 91.81% and 84.94% respectively.
Onthecontrary, theaverageliteracy ratein rural areasis 69.34%,
inwhich the male literacy rate is 75.4% and female literacy rate
IS 63.03%. These data reveal the fact that the women of rural
Assam are deprived from their basic constitutional and
fundamental right- that is right to education.

In both villages covered under the present study, it is
observed that only 8% of illiterate women are exist and others
belong to different educationa status (refer table 1 and figure
1). Again, it is found that 12% women are in the category of
below HSLC. 36% and 24% women are belonging to the
category of HSLC and HS respectively. Only 20% women are
fromgraduation and above category. During the interaction with
the respondents, it came to know that the poor economic
conditions of parents, lack of basic needs, early marriage system,
conservative mind of the parents, lack of proper guidance, lack
of basicinfrastructure facilities provided in schools and colleges,
absence of suitable curriculum etc. are main barriersin the path
of attaining proper education.

Only 15% women are
doing service in various govt. and non-govt. sectors. 45%
women areengaged in other activitieslikelivestock rearing (cow,
goat, duck, hen etc.), beautician, weaving etc. During the field
survey, it is found that the educated women (HS pass and
Graduate) are holding service such as school teacher, office
assistant etc.; whereas, the women whose educational
gualification are below HSLC or HSL C level are mainly engaged
invarious petty business and agriculture activities. Inthisway a
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relationship between education and economic empowerment of
women can be observed in this study.

7. Thestateto raisethe level of nutrition and the standard
of living of its people and the improvement of public
health ( Article 47)

8. The promote harmony and the spirit of common
brotherhood amongst all the people of India and to
renounces practices derogatory to dignity of women. (
Article 51 (A) (e)

9. One thired of the total number of seats to be filled by
direct election in every panchayat shall be reserved for
women. (Article 243-D(3)).

10. Onethird of the total number of offices chairpersonsin
the panchayats at each level to be reserved for women (
Article 243 D(4))

11. One third of the total number of seats to be filled by
direct election in every municipality shall be reserved
for women. (‘Article 243-T(3) )

12. The offices of chairpersonsinthe municipalitiesshall be
reserved for women in such manner as the state
legislature may provide. ( Article 243T(4)).

Currently the right to education act provides for
education of children aged 6-14 years, under the Saksar Bharat
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Mission, the target is to literate al illiterate men and women
over the age of.

LEGAL RIGHTSTO WOMAN

Thefollowing variouslegidation's contain several rights
and safeguards for women:

The protection of women for Domestic violence Act
2005, is an act enacted by the parliament of India to protect
women from domestic violence. It was implemented on 26
October 2006 by the government of India and the ministry of
women and child development. The act defines, "Domestic
violence" for the first time in India law. Thisincludes not only
physical violence but also other forms of violence such as
emotional/verbal, sexual and economic harassment.

1. Immoral traffic ( prevention) Act ( 1956) isthe premier
legidlation for prevention of trafficking for commercial
exploitation. In other words, it prevents trafficking in
women and girls for the purpose of prostitution as an
organised means of living.

2. Indecent Representation of women (prohibition) Act
(1986) prohibits indecent representation of women
through advertisements or in publications, writings,
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pointings, figuresor inany other manner.

3. Commission of sati ( prevention) Act 1987, providesfor
the more effective prevention of the commission of sati
and its glorification on women.

It provided
equal rightsto indian man woman in respect of marriage
and divorce.

6. Hindu succession Act (1956) recognize the right of
women to inherit parental property equally with men.

UNIQUE INDIAN LEGAL WOMEN RIGHTS

1. Right to equality for pay:

According to the provisions listed under the equal
remuneration act, one cannot be discriminated on the basic of
sex when it comes to salary, pay, or wages. Working women
have the right to draw an equal salary, as compared to men.

2. Rights against workplace harassment:

The sexual harassment of women at work place Act gives
afemale the right to file acomplaint against any kind of sexual
harassment at her place of work. Under this act, she can submit
awritten complaint to an internal complaints committee (ICC)
at a branch office within a period of 3 months.

3. Rights against domestic violence:

Section 498 of the indian Constitution looksthe protect
awife, female, live in partner or awomen living in a household
likeamother or asster from domestic violence (including verbal,
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economic, emotional and sexual) by the hands of a husband,
male live in partner or relativesThe accused shall be punished
with a non- bailable imprisonment for aterm which may extend
to three years and shall also be liable to fine.

4. Rightsnot to arrested at night :

Unless there is an exceptional case on the orders of a
first class magistrate, a women cannot be arrested after sunset
and before sunrise. In addition, thelaw also statesthat the police
can interrogate a women at her residence only in the presence
of awomen constable and family members or friends.
